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The UMTS Forum would like to express support for the adoption of the ECC Report 96 as modified at the extra ordinary meeting of the Working Group SE early March 2007. Together with the ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(06)13 and ECC Report 82 this Report provides the basis and guideline for administrations for the implementation of UMTS in the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz bands in a timely manner. 

The UMTS Forum appreciates the efforts of ECC to provide the appropriate measures for the harmonized introduction of UMTS in the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz bands with CEPT countries. ECC has shown that in case of an urgent need, there is a possibility within ECC to develop the regulatory framework and guidance for administrations within a short period of time. The adoption of the ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(06)13
 is a valuable evidence of such an action.
There is an indication from some European countries that UMTS deployment in the 900 MHz band is foreseen already during this year. In order to finalize this regulatory package for UMTS in the 900 MHz and 1800 MHz, and not to delay the corresponding EC decision under preparation, the UMTS Forum encourages ECC to adopt Report 96 at their March meeting. The UMTS Forum has followed the discussions in ECC PT1 and WG SE and considers that the version of the Report as adopted by the Extra Ordinary meeting of WG SE provides a comprehensive view of the compatibility issues between UMTS900 and UMTS1800 and the services in the adjacent bands. The UMTS Forum considers that this view was agreed by all participants at the end of the Extra Ordinary meeting.
